Foreword: As per Government Decision No. ASK 1001/ P. No. 29/2001/Eonomic
Development, dated 10.9.2001 the order is to sanction the revised program after
reviewing teaching posts, non- teaching posts and vacancies among them as well as
surplus posts in all the universities etc. According to the letter of A.No.2 The review of
teaching posts of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Marathwada University was submitted for
approval. The proposal to approve the revision of these posts is under the
consideration of the Government.

Government Decision:- According to Finance Department’'s Government Decision No.
Asaka1001/ P.No.29/2001/ Financial Reforms, dated 10.9.2001 a review of teaching
posts in Babasaheb Ambedkar Marathwada University, Aurangabad was submitted to
the Finance Department. After the approval of the Finance Department, the proposal
was placed before the Joint Committee of Secretaries and the Higher Committee of
Secretaries. The Higher Secretary Committee in its 43rd meeting dated September
28, 2007 approved the revised figure of 249 posts comprising 35 professors, 80
lecturers and 134 assistant lecturers. It has also been approved to fill the vacant posts
in the university. According to this government decision Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar
Marathwada University is being approved for the following revised figure of 249
teaching posts.

Out of the 246 teaching posts currently sanctioned in #e university, 92 posts were
shown vacant due to various reasons. Approval is bej iven to fill those posts. Also,

a total of 3 posts of senior lecturers have been newly\§agctioned, one post of senior
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lecturer for the law department and 2 posts of senior lecturer for the department of
computer, information technology. That is, the university should start the process of
filling up the 55 vacant posts shown in the above details as well as the newly
sanctioned 3 teaching posts in total 95 teaching posts.

Foreword :-

In the 11th Five Year Plan from the University Grants Commission, Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar Marathwada University, Aurangabad has been sanctioned a total of 20
teaching posts for various academic departments, out of which 10 posts of Assistant
Professor have been filled. Also, Sant Gadge Baba Amravati University, Amravati
under Innovative Program for the Department of Geology for the course Watershead
Technology & Management has been approved for the post of an associate professor,
the said post has been filled by the university. Similarly, the post of Associate
Professor has been sanctioned for the Department of Mass Communication
Journalism (MCJ) for North Maharashtra University, Jalgaon, and the said post has
not yet been filled by the university. As it is not possible to meet the expenses of the
above mentioned teaching posts from the funds of the university, the said universities
have requested that the financial responsibility of these posts should be accepted by
the state government from 01/04/2012 and the same should be given to the
competition commission.

2. In the 11th Five Year Plan, University Grants Commission will reimburse the salary
expenses of the above mentioned posts approved by the University Grants
Commission for the period from 01/04/2007 to 31/03/2012. The matter was under
consideration of the government
