Preface:-

Hon. According to the order given by the Vice-Chancellor and in accordance with the circular issued
under reference 2, the various departments of the university campus Aurangabad, sub-campus,
Osmanabad and Model College Ghansawangi, district Jalna are informed that due to excessive
rainfall in all the districts of the university jurisdiction, a wet drought-like situation has arisen.
Accordingly, according to the detailed discussion of the University Assembly held on 08-10-2021 Hon.
It has been decided by the Vice-Chancellor to waive the tuition fee for the admitted students for the
academic year 2021-2022 as specified below.

Hon. Senate meeting dt. Decision of the meeting on 08-10-2021 :-

1. Decision taken for affiliated colleges in the present case due to wet and drought-like conditions in
all the districts under the jurisdiction of the University, out of the various fees prescribed under
Ordinance-1, only the academic fee has been waived and the admitted students are excluded from
the beneficiaries of scholarships approved by the State and Central Governments and other similar
authorities through scholarships. As the education fee has been waived for the other remaining
students for the academic year 2021-2022, the said financial burden is to be borne by the
management of the affiliated college from the consolidated funds of the institution.

2. Decision made for the University Departments In the present case, due to drought-like conditions
in all the districts under the jurisdiction of the University, out of the various fees prescribed under
Ordinance-1, only the academic fees have been waived, excluding the beneficiaries of scholarships
approved by the State and Central Governments and other similar authorities through scholarships.
As the education fee has been waived for the other remaining students for the academic year 2021-
2022, appropriate action should be taken by the Accounts Department at its level to meet the said
financial burden from the consolidated fund of the University.

Reference 2 Issue No. As per 2, in the academic year 2021-2022, the educational fees of the eligible
students of University Campus, Aurangabad and sub-campus, Osmanabad as well as Model College
Ghansawangi, District Jalna have been waived for the academic year 2021-2022 as per the following
rules, terms and conditions.

This includes all the aided, unaided and self-supporting courses running in the university campus,
sub-campus like Certificate Course, Diploma, Under Graduate, Post Graduate, M.Phil. (Third
Semester of Journalism, Computer Science and Management) .
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(M.Phil. Sem. IlI"), Post Graduate Diploma (P.G. Diploma), Advance Diploma. Students admitted to
this course but not receiving any scholarship, concession from the State or Central Government or
students who get only 50% of said concession The following departments in the university campus
are included in this educational fee waiver.

1. All academic departments, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Marathwada University, Aurangabad.

2. All academic departments, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Marathwada University, Sub Campus,
Osmanabad,

3. Model College Ghansawangi, District Jalna.

* Rules, terms, conditions and action to be taken by the department for students eligible for tuition fee
waiver

1. The student should be admitted for the academic year 2021-2022 only and he/she should be
admitted in the above underlined department.

2. Students from Maharashtra State The student should be a resident of Maharashtra state or have
settled in Maharashtra for at least 5 years and the certificate issued along with this circular should be
attached with the application form.

3. Central and State Government scholarships/concessions are not applicable to students admitted to
second degree, postgraduate degree courses. Such students will also be considered eligible for
tuition fee waiver by the University.

4. Regarding refund of education fee or adjustment to the next year: If the student eligible for the said
discount is a one-year course or in the final year of the course and if the student has paid the
education fee before this circular, such students should submit the education fee refund application
(With Document Track id) section provided along with this circular. should be submitted to the
admission department. Also, if the student remains enrolled in the next class for the course enrolled
for the academic year 2021-2022, the tuition fee paid by the student will be adjusted to the next year.

5. Students who receive state or central government scholarships, concessions, benefits but get only
50% of these concessions or scholarships will be eligible for the remaining 50% tuition fee
concession. But they will have to fill the application form as mentioned above. (E.g. Professional and
Engineering courses like- MBA, MCA, B.Tech., M.Tech. (Chemical), M.Tech, (Computer Science and
Engineering 2nd year) etc. Scholarship holders of EWS, AD category) are included in this.

6. If the student is admitted in any previous year prior to the academic year 2021-2022 and appears
only in the remaining paper examination or in the examination / practical examination of all papers not
given, such student will not be eligible for tuition fee waiver.

7. A student who gets the full scholarship/concession amount (tuition fee, other fees, examination fee)
deposited in the student's own bank account will not be eligible for this concession. (E.g. Minority
Scholarships (Central and State Govt.), Disability Scholarships etc.) Such students have to pay the
full tuition fee to the Accounts Department of the University.

8. The student should not be a holder of any scholarship / concession conducted by the State /
Central Government, (Government of India Scholarship (100 percent concession), Freeship (100
percent concession), Fellowship, Rajiv Gandhi Fellowship, Sarathi, Barti, Mahajyoti etc. Fellowship,
etc.

9. Students who are not eligible for any scholarship / concession or have applied for scholarship but it
is rejected can apply for tuition fee waiver till 31-01-2022.

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11. Appendix 'A' / Appendix A (1) application to be filled by the student must be filled accurately and
submitted to the concerned education department by 31-01-2022. If the information filled by the
student is found to be false or misleading at any time, the student may be disqualified from tuition fee
waiver at any time. The concerned department has given the said information dt. To be submitted in
the table given to Post Graduate Admission Department by 10-02-2022.

12. All concerned educational and administrative departments should ensure that no eligible student
is deprived of the said concession. Also, students should be made available free of charge application
form for waiver of education fee.

13. Appendix C has been attached to this circular and the information about the various courses
running in the university area in the academic year 2021-2022 and its educational fees has been
given.

14. Prior to this circular, students who have not received any scholarship or concession or who are
eligible for only 50% scholarship have paid their tuition fees for the academic year 2021-2022 and if
the said tuition fee waiver application is submitted, the tuition fees of such students will be refunded
by the Department of Finance and Accounts after recommending through the Department of Post
Graduate Admissions in the attached sample. . In this regard, Tuition Fees Refund Form is being
given as Appendix D along with this circular.

15. Overseas Students Resident overseas students will not be eligible for this scheme.
16. Non-Resident Indian Students Non-Resident Indian students will not be eligible for this scheme.

17. Students from foreign countries Students from foreign countries will not be eligible for this
discount.

18. If the students, academic or administrative department employees have any doubts or doubts
regarding the meaning of any word or sentence in this circular, the university administration will have
full right to interpret the relevant word or sentence.
