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About Aurangabad

Aurangabad is a city in the Aurangabad district of Maharashtra state in India.
aurangabad ("Aurang City") is named after the Mughal emperor Aurangzeb. The city is a
tourism hub, surrounded by many historical monuments, including the Ajanta Caves and
Ellora Caves, which are UNESCO World Heritage Sites, as well as Bibi Ka Magbara and
panchakki. The administrative headquarters of the Aurangabad Division or Marathwada
region, Aurangabad is titled "The City of Gates" and the strong presence of these can be felt
as one drives through the city. The City was founded in 1610 by Malik Amber which in the
year 2010 completed 400 years. Aurangabad is the Tourism Capital of Maharashtra.The
Union Government of India has added the historical City Aurangabad into Smart City Project

list recently.

Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Marathwada University (BAMU) is located in Aurangabad
city. Most of the colleges of the region are affiliated to it. The University has 101 Colleges
affiliated in Aurangabad and similarly 99 Colleges in Beed, 53 & 55 Colleges affiliated in
Jalna & Osmanabad.

Aurangabad has schools run by the Aurangabad Municipal Corporation (AMC) and
private schools owned and run by trusts and individuals. Government Polytechnic
Aurangabad is one of the polytecnique institutions in marathawada region.

Some Historical Place :-

Bibi Ka Magbara: The Aurangabad city is known for the Bibi Ka Magbara situated about 3
km (2 mi) from the city which is the burial mausoleum of Emperor Aurangzeb's wife, Dilras
Banu Begum also known as Rabia-ud-Daurani. Itis an imitation of the Taj Mahal at Agra and
due toits similar design, itis popularly known as the "Taj of the Deccan".

Daulatabad Fort: The Daulatabad Fort (aka Devgiri Fort) located about 15 km (9 mi) north-
west of Aurangaabd was one of the most powerful forts during the medieval period. Built in
the 12th century CE by the Yadava Dynasty, it's a citadel that was never conquered by any
military force. The British called it the "best fort of India", due to its extraordinary military
strength. Built on a 200 metre high conical hill, the fort was defended by moats and trenches
running around the hill at its foot besides the most complex and intricate defence system.
The fort has two fixed massive canons which can be pivoted. The fortifications comprise
three encircling walls with bastions.

Ellora and Ajanta Caves: The world-famous Ellora and Ajanta Caves are situated at 29 km
(18 mi) and 107 km (66 mi) respectively from Aurangabad city and come within the
Aurangabad district. The Ellora Caves consist of 34 caves built between 5th and 10th
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entury CE under the patronage of Rashtrakuta Dynasty. They represent the epitome of
¢ jan rock cut architecture.[32] The Ajanta Caves are also 30 rock cut caves around a
Iorge. built by the Satavahana, Vakataka and Chalukya dynasties between 2nd and 5th
gentury CE.[33] They contain the rarest and finest surviving examples of ancient Indian art,
especially painting.[34] Both the Ellora and Ajanta Caves are UNESCO World Heritage

sites.

panchakki: The 17th-century water mill (Panchakki) situated at a distance of 1 km from the
city is known for its underground water channel, which traverses more than 8 km. to its
source away in the mountains. The channel culminates into an artificial waterfall that
powers the mill.

Gateways: The city is also famous for the 52 gateways built during Mughal era which gives it
the name of "City of Gates".[35]

Aurangabad Caves: These are situated at a distance of 5 km (3 mi), nestled amidst the hills
are 12 Buddhist caves dating back to 3 A.D. Of particular interest are the Tantric influences
evidentin the iconography and architectural designs of the caves.

Grishneshwar Temple: It is one of the 12 jyotirlinga shrines in India. The present temple
was built by Ahilyabhai Holkarof in 18th century CE. The structure is a unique example of
Bhoomija architecture with a Maratha style influence.[36]

Salim Ali Lake & Bird Sanctuary : Popularly known as Salim Ali Talab is located in the
northern part of the city near Delhi Darwaza, opposite Himayat Bagh. During the Mughal
period it was known as Khiziri Talab. It has been renamed after the great ornithologist and
naturalist Salim Ali. It also has a bird Sanctuary and a garden maintained by the Aurangabad
Municipal Corporation.

Tomb of Aurangzeb: The tomb of the last great Mughal emperor Aurangzeb is located in
the village of Khuldabad, 24 km (15 mi) to the north-west of Aurangabad in Aurangabad
district[37] It is located in the south-eastern corner of the complex of the dargah of Sheikh
Zainuddin.[37]

Kachner Jain Temple: This is a 250 years old temple dedicated to Parshvanath. The idol
here is called Chintamani Parshvanath.

The Genesis of Formation of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Marathwada University :
Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Marathwada University located in Aurangabad has a magnificent campus,
spread in approximately seven hundred and twenty five acres of land. The northern side of the
University is embraced by Vindhyanchal ranges with the Aurangabad caves in its bosom, and other
prominent tourist sites like Bibi-Ka-Magbara on its east and Soneri Mahal on its western side.
Established in 1958, the University has developed as an important centre of higher learning in
Marathwada - arelatively backward region of Maharashtra State.
Background of foundation of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Marathwada University, Aurangabad
On 12th December 1954, a meeting was organized by Marathwada Shikshan Samiti in which emphasis
was given on Separate University for the purpose of cultural and Educational activities. Two
conventions of members of Parliament and of the State Legislature in 1955-1956 strongly represented
the need for a University on 29th July 1956. A delegation of members of Parliament and of the state
Legislature and educationists in Marathwada submitted memorandum to the Chief Minister of
Hyderabad State making similar demand. The Government of Hyderabad appointed a committee to
deal with the issue. The committee submitted its report an on 27th October 1956. The Council of
Ministers recorded its view that it was strongly of the opinion that a separate University for Marathwada




area should be established. Shri Y. B. Chavan who was Chief Minister of Bombay State; toured
Marathwada in January 1957, during his tour wherever he went, he received representations form the
local bodies, students and citizens, pressing the demand for a University for Marathwada. In response to
the educational demand of Marathwada region on 27th April 1957, the government of Bombay
published its resolution appointing a Committee to report on the question of establishment of a separate
University for the Marathwada area under the chairmanship of the Late Justice Shri S.M. Palnitkar, (Ex
Chief Justice of the Hyderabad High Court and later judge of Bombay High court). The committee
composed nine members recommended the establishment of original University for Marathwada area
with the teaching and affiliating functions, which should pay special attention to needs of the region.
The committee submitted its report on 15th December 1957. F ollowing the recommendations of the
committee, government took immediate steps to draft the necessary legislation and the Marathwada
University Act received the assent of the Governor on the 5th May 1958. Shri S.R. Dongerkery, Rector
of the University of Bombay who was the member of the Marathwada University Committee, was
appointed the first vice-chancellor by the government of Bombay on the 2nd June 1958. He assumed
charge of his office on the 19th June 1958. Shri. M.P. Chitnis, the Principal of Milind Mahavidyalaya,
Aurangabad and a member of Marathwada University committee, was appointed by Government as the
first Registrar, who took charge ofhis office on the 18th June 1958.

The 23rd August 1958 will be inscribed in golden letters in the annals of the history of the Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar Marathwada University, as it was on this day that Shri. Late Jawaharlal Nehru,
Primeminister of India, inaugurated the University in the presence of the large and distinguished
gathering at Aurangabad on the premises of the temporary building of the University office. Shri
Prakasha, Chancellor of the University, the governor of Bombay State, presided over the function, and
among the distinguished guests present on the occasion were Shri Hitendra Desai, Minister of
education, Shri Bhagwantrao Gadhe, Minister of Forest, Shri Devising Chauhan and Shri Shankarrao
Chauhan. Although, Shri Vashwantrao Chavan, the Chief Minister of Bombay had come for the
inauguration ceremony from Bombay with the Prime Minister, owing to indisposition, he was unable to
be present at the inauguration. More than 3,000 including students and teachers, the leading citizens of
Aurangabad and other important cities of Marathwada were present at the gathering.

The university has traditional departments like Marathi, Hindi, English, History, Sociology,
Political Science, Economics, Commerce, Physics, Chemistry, Botany, Zoology, Mathematics and
Statistics. The university boasts of its rich tradition in Marathi language research as well as History,
Economics and Political science. It also establishes its rich tradition in life sciences such as Botany,
Zoology as well as in Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics.

In the second phase of the development of university, new departments were added viz.
Management Science, Biochemistry, Mass Communication and J ournalism, Dramatics, Physical
Education, Foreign Languages, Public Administration, Library and Information Science, Computer
Science and Information Technology, Environmental Science etc. Recently the school of liberal arts and
school of vocational studies have been added and both are unique in the whole country. Our university is
the only university having M.A. Liberal Arts programme on the lines of Harvard University lines.
Besides, the university has developed some special high achievement, like establishment of
manuscripts research centre i.e. 'Pothishala’ which is a collection of rare Marathi manuscripts composed
by saints and prophets of the region. It is a unique collection, made by Padmashri Dr. Y. M. Pathan, from
the nook and corner of Marathwada Region. Paul Herbert Centre for DNA bar-coding and Biodiversity
studies is another forward step in the developmental array of the University. The centre is working under
the roof of the department of Zoology and it has created a database on organisms viz. fishes, molluscs,
pollinators, medicinal plants and fungi.
